• Four years ago Andrej and his college promoted the hotline Spletno oko on a porn-fair in 

Celje. The aim was to raise awareness about the goals of the hotline among the visitors -

people who watch a lot of porn.

SOVA Center 
• The Center was established in the year 2002, when unique Russian anti-extremist law was 

adopted. That coincidence later influenced us a lot. 

• Our Center is frequently called ‘human rights center’. But we have no single lawyer. We 

deeply dislike both hate groups and repressive law enforcement. But we like to research 

them both. 

• SOVA is not an abbreviation. Word ‘sova’ means an owl in Russian. And ‘owl’ is a very 

polysemous word in Russian.

FOA 
• Most of our staff is young - the average is about 26 years old. 

• Half of our staff wasn't born in Israel and made Aliya (came to live here). 

• A few of our volunteers have found antisemitism on adult websites (porn websites). We 

didn't ask them to monitor there, of course, but they have sent us emails about us. So we 

have started monitoring as well and we have succeeded in removing one video so far. It 

seems that Pornhub, for example, removes faster than FB!

• The ZARA team took singing lessons together for more than a year. The song that stuck the 

most and was then also performed on video for one of the colleagues was „Wannabe“ by 

Spice Girls. 

• A group of three artists drew a wall painting for the counselling room. It is a wall full of 

flowers, plants etc. to convey trust and comfort. What most people miss is that there is a 

small little bee hidden in the right-hand corner of the wall painting.

Czech Helsinki Committee 
1) One of the founding members of the Czech Helsinki Committee is the former Czech President, 

Vaclav Havel.  

2) The CHC is a member to 5 different networks in Europe. Indeed, the CHC is a member of the 

Czech Women Lobby, the European Association for the defense of Human Rights (AEDH), 

Children of Prisoners Europe (COPE), the European Network against Racism (ENAR) and 

International Network against Cyber Hate (INACH). 

3) The CHC works on more than 15 categories of human rights on a daily basis. Indeed, the CHC 

works on prison system and criminal justice, discrimination, racism, hate speech, Roma rights 

and seeking redress for victims of forced sterilization, child’s rights, women’s rights, rights of 



elderly, rights of disabled persons, freedom of religion, civil and political rights and economic, 

social and cultural rights.

LICRA 
• Joséphine Baker was an active volunteer of LICRA: 

 

• Before naming LICRA, the NGO was named LICA – International League Against Antisemitism 

(it has changed during the 1970’s since many new racist phenomena became more visible in 

France). 

• Licra was part of the first online hate speech legal complaint against Yahoo in 2000 named 

LICRA V. Yahoo! 

 

Ligue contre le racisme et l'antisémitisme et Union des étudiants juifs de France c. Yahoo! Inc. 

et Société Yahoo! France (LICRA c. Yahoo!) is a French court case decided by the Tribunal de 

grande instance of Paris in 2000. The case concerned the sale of memorabilia from 

the Nazi period by Internet auction and the application of national laws to the Internet. Some 

observers have claimed that the judgement creates a universal competence for French courts 

to decide Internet cases. https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/LICRA_v._Yahoo!
